Guidelines for Computer Use

 1. Care of your laptop:

 •  Keep all food and drinks away from your computer.

 •  Once the iBook is issued to you, you are responsible for it at all times.

 •  Do not stack anything on top of the iBook.

 •  Do not physically mark up the iBook or its storage case, ie: no stickers, tape...

 •  Keep your iBook in its storage case at all times. It is designed so that

 you can use your iBook with the case on it. Be sure the case is zipped.

 2. General Rules, Reminders, and Guidelines:

 • You are the only person to use your computer.*
 • Never share software.

 • Keep passwords confidential. 

 • Spell check and Preview before you print.  Print with teacher permission only. 

 • During lunch, after school, before, during, or after extracurricular activities, etc. laptops will be stored in designated cabinets or storage shelves for charging (plugged in).

 • When at home, the iBook will always be used in a common family location with adult supervision.*

 3. Internet Reminders and Guidelines :

 • The school’s acceptable use policy will be followed at all times. 

 • Students will be responsible to keep personal information confidential.

 • Each email sent or received must be for educational purposes.

 • Each email sent or received must be authorized by a staff member.

 • Recreational “surfing” and unauthorized game playing are prohibited.

 • No downloading of anything without teacher permission

4. Restrictions:

• iBook is NOT to leave the state of Vermont.*

• iBook will be left at school during designated times.

All work on your iBook will be monitored.  Any inappropriate use or treatment of iBook will result in referral to the principal and middle school team for disciplinary action.
